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South Toms River, New Jersey A construction crew clearing the site of the old Shanty House on
Atlantic City Boulevard were started to find two torpedoes buried in the area of the foundation. The
crew contacted police who responded with investigators from the Ocean County Prosecutor's Office
and Sheriff's Department, a New Jersey State Police bomb squad, and the Manitou Park Fire
Department. After the bomb squad identified the items as military munitions, Navy EOD from
Naval Weapons Station Earle in Colts Neck was called in. Navy EOD identified the torpedoes as
inert training items and took possession of them for proper disposal.
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
