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Iraq - A 38-year-old Navy EOD technician from Naval Air Station Whidbey Island, Washington
state was killed by a roadside bomb. Chief Petty Officer Pat Wade reportedly died when a roadside
bomb he was working to clear exploded. Chief Petty Officer Wade has been in Iraq for
approximately two months. He is survived by his wife and two young daughters. 
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
